TO BE (Present): “AM (I), IS (HE, SHE, IT, or/and singular), 



     ARE (YOU, WE, THEY or/and plural)”.
TO BE (Past): “WAS (I, HE, SHE, IT), WERE (YOU, WE, THEY)”.
TO BE (Future): “WILL BE (I, HE, SHE, IT, YOU, WE, THEY), 


           SHALL BE (Only for I & WE)”.

When using to be, you are using it to describe something:

Opinion: 
(Marital status): single, engaged, married, divorced, widowed.
(Health): healthy, sick or ill, tired or exhausted, in pain or hurting, hungry, thirsty, full, hot, cold, etc. 
(Mental): crazy, sane, nervous, delusional, confused, etc.
(Emotional): sad, happy, angry, upset, hurt, arrogant, bored, etc. (Physical): beautiful/handsome/ugly, clean/dirty, smooth/rough, loose/tight, fast/slow, neat/messy, silly/serious, scary/ funny, easy/difficult, etc.
Size & Height:

(Size): big/normal/small;  large/normal/little; enormous/tiny, etc.

(Height): [Objects] high/in the middle/low, or exact # of height.
(Height): [People] tall/medium height/short, or exact # of height.

Age:

(Object): new/old/ancient/prehistoric/pre-Colombian.

(Living): newborn/ babe/kid/young/teenager/adult/old/elderly/
or exact # (years old).

Form & Weight:

(Form): long/medium length/short, square/round/triangle, straight/crooked, thick/thin, etc.
(Weight): fat/heavy, medium weight, thin/skinny, or exact # of weight.

Color:
white, black, blue, red, green, pink, yellowish, light brown, dark gray, etc.

Race:

(people): white (Caucasian), black (Afro-_______), Hispanic/ Latino, Asian, Others.

(animals): pit bull, poodle, etc.
Nationality or country of origin:

Colombian (from Colombia), English (from England), Japanese (from Japan), Western (from the west), Eastern (from the east), Lunar (from the moon), Solar (from the sun), etc.

Material:

wooden, plastic, metal, paper, cotton, etc.

Purpose:

what use or function does the object have?
example: sleeping bag, writing board, carving knife, etc.

Action:
to describe an action that is, was, will be taking place at a certain moment in time. (the Verb ends in ING)
example: James is running in the park; Aleja was walking to the store; Stan will be eating lunch.
