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PREPOSITION
Usage form: is used to indicate a relationship between the noun or pronoun with the other noun in the sentence. Most of them come before a noun.

Preposition of time:

Usage form: is used when something happen. The words to indicate time are: on, in, & at.

We use on for specific days or dates.

Ex.: My birthday is on Monday.

         We’re having a party on the 31st of July.
         On Christmas day, I’ll go to your house.

We use in for nonspecific times during a day, a month, a season, or a year.

Ex.: In the summer, it gets too hot to work outside.

         I started my website in 1999.

         She woke up in the night

We use at for specific time during the day.

Ex.: At 6 o’clock the show starts.

         At midnight the New Year begins.
Preposition of movement:
Usage form: is used to show movement.

We use it to show movement with the aim of a specific destination.

Ex.: I moved to Germany in 1998.

         He’s gone to the movies.

         I went to the soccer game yesterday.

Preposition of place:
Usage form: is used for to show where something is located.
We use at, on, & in to show a specific place or position

Ex.: Someone is at the door.

         They are waiting at the bus stop.

         I used to live at 1313 mid City Street.

Ex.: The cat is on the mat.

         The fly is on the wall.

         I used to live on mid city street. (Used for position on street, road, rows and etc.)
Ex.: The dog is in the garden.
         She is in the taxi.

         I used to live in Los Angeles. (Used for towns, municipal, departments, countries, and etc.)
