Why do we find it so hard to apologize? We teach children from a very young age to say, “I'm sorry.”
But as adults, we can find it hard to say.

Imagine a situation which deserves an apology: It's late at night. You're very angry with someone.
You post or tweet something terrible about that person. What happens next?

That depends. Do you wake up in the morning and realize you've done
something awful? Do you feel guilty? If you do, you apologize right
away. You hope you'll hear, “It's OK. Don’t worry about it.” You need
that forgiveness so that you can feel less guilty.
